The result is an international patchwork of regulations
through which far too many weapons easily slip into the
wrong hands. The human cost is staggeringhousands

of people each day are killed, injured and forced to flee
their homes due to human rights abuses perpetrated with
conventional arms.

After years of persistent campaigning by NGOs and
supportive governments, states are finally coming
together in July 2012 to develop the text of a global Arms
Trade Treaty (ATT). While many states have been
supportive of regulating a broad range of arms for
international transfers in the scope of an ATT, some
European and North American states have been
backtracking.

Canada and the ATT

Indigenous Peoples at risk in Colombia

Indigenous Peoples in Colombia are facing a situation
that is nothing less than a human rights emergency.
More than a million people in the South American
country belong to 102 distinct Indigenous Nations.
The survival of over half of them is reported to be at
grave risk.

The situation is so serious that the UN Special
Rapporteur on Indigenous People called for a visit to
Colombia by the UN Special Adviser on the Prevention
of Genocide. Three years ago, a ruling of Colombia's
Constitutional Court called for the elaboration of specific
plans to guarantee the cultural and physical survival of
more than 30 Indigenous Nations whose situation was
examined by the Court. To date no real action has been
taken.

Indigenous women, men and children continue to be
killed, threatened and driven from their lands by all the
v gqhmf o gshdr hm Bnknl
armed conflict, including state security forces, their
paramilitary allies and guerrilla forces.

Between 2002 and 2009 alone, more than 1700
Indigenous people were disappeared or assassinated.
During the same time period, there were 4700
®bnkkdbshud sggd sr " mc
from their territories, according to reports from the
National Indigenous Organization of Colombia.

Since then, threats have intensified. Indigenous Peoples
often live in areas coveted for their natural resources or
strategic location. When Indigenous leaders and
communities try to defend their land and their right to
Free, Prior and Informed Consent (FPIC) regarding
proposed economic development projects that will affect

them they face significant opposition. This often leads to

threats and killings, as well as mass displacement.
Sexual violence against Indigenous women is also used
to weaken the resolve and capacity of Indigenous
communities.

Failure to bring the perpetrators to justice leaves
communities exposed to repetition of violations.

Canadian connections

In August 2011, a controversial free trade agreement
between Canada and Colombia came into effect.
Canadian resource extraction companies operate widely
in Colombia and are anticipated to increase their
presence and level of investment now that the FTA is in
force. There are serious concerns that increased
extractive industry operations in areas of Colombia
inhabited by Indigenous Peoples may exacerbate human
rights violations. Under the terms of the FTA, the
Canadian and Colombian governments are required to
submit an annual report to Parliament about human
rights impacts.
